first undertook discussions to settle the criteria for awards to be granted by the Miroslav Šašek Foundation (henceforth the MŠF). After much deliberation the jury decised that the ideal MŠF award-winning publication should be one that combines an outstanding talent for illustration with a clearly evident desire to explore unknown places, cultures and people whilst also being a clear expression of the joy that is to be found in the experimentation process.

The jury made a majority decision to award first prize in the competition to the projected publication „P. jede na prázdniny“ (author Alžběta Zemanová), whose already completed accompanying illustrations, with all their imagination and lyricism, promise to make of the final publication a witty, experimental and highly poetic story of a journey undertaken.

The title "Kéž by aneb kniha tužeb“ (author Nikola Hoření) was selected on the one hand for the sheer joy of experimentation so strongly apparent in the paper animations on its pages, on the other for the fact that these animations serve not only as a moving ‘toy’ but also add to and deepen the reader’s experience of the topics dealt with in the publication. This very unusual project was selected by the jury to receive second prize. 

The book „Bez názvu“ (author Dora Dutková) was selected for third prize in the competition for the appealingly simple and direct manner in which its abstract black-and-white drawings describe a round-the-world journey filled with all sorts of  surprising and fantastical transformations.

The jury also made the decision to grant awards to two other works.

The book „Krutoraketa doktora Lutro-Futra“ ( authors Eva Maceková and Mikuláš Brázda) takes an absurd and humorous look at physics experiements involving the acceleration of particles. The book was selected primarily on account of its unconventional approach to illustration. 

„Psí knížka“ (author Tereza Říčanová) was selected for its poetically naive painted illustrations which, with their clear compositional forms and gentle approach to their subject, provide us with a portrayal of relations between people and animals.

The jury voted to award a first prize to the sum of 100,000 Czech crowns, second and third prizes each to the amount of 75,000 Czech crowns, and fourth and fifth prizes of 25,000 Czech crowns.
